Getting around the building

The permanent galleries, Knowledge Centre, Multi-

purpose Hall, cafes and shop are fully accessible. In the 

event of an emergency, there are signed Assembly 

Points. Staff will assist in giving directions. 

 

Wall-mounted floor plans are displayed throughout the 

Museum for your assistance; galleries, elevators, stairs, 

prayer rooms, restrooms, baby changing facility, cafes 

and shop. If you need help locating any of these 

facilities, please don’t hesitate to ask our staff. Floor 

plans can also be downloaded from the Museum's 

website.  

 

Lighting in some of our galleries and special exhibitions 

might be lower than expected. This is to protect and 

preserve the Museum collectibles )paintings, 

manuscripts, textiles etc.) 



Seating, wheelchairs and golf carts

Galleries as this may disturb other visitors. 

- Put your phone on silent and avoid calls in the Exhibition 

Galleries. 

- Avoid carrying any big luggage, such as backpacks and 

handbags. 

- Visitors should wear appropriate and modest clothing. 

- Smoking is prohibited everywhere in the Museum except in 

the designated areas. 

 - Avoid eating and drinking in the exhibition area (there are 

dedicated places that serve food and beverages.) 

- Do not touch the objects on display, unless there is a panel 

saying otherwise. 



- Do not leave children unattended or unsupervised. 

- Avoid running in the Museum, especially in the Exhibition 

Galleries and stairways. 

- Avoid climbing on any of the exhibits, screens or walls. 

- Do not ignore any safety panels or barriers. 

- Do not cross safety barriers or protected spaces in front of 

exhibits and open screens. 

- Do not ignore the fire alarm systems or any evacuation 

alerts. 

-  Do not use torches or laser pointers.
